A small town in the heart of Sumadija, called Mladeac, shared the destiny of the Kingdom of
Serbs, Croats and Slovenes (Kingdom of SCS) betiteetwo world wars - severe economic crisis, docia
disorder, and unawareness of the significance bliphealth.

Many diseases spread like wildfire across theléedround of post-war poverty and medical
backwardness. The most severe and largely fataltuissculosis (TBC). There were few doctors - only
two general practitioners, working with two trainearses.

In the 1930s the first specialist for treating TRBEives in the town of Mladenovac, Dr Sergey
Karinkovski.

Dr Sergey Karinkovski is a Russian count. Heavilypitied in battle during the Russo - Prussian
war, following a long period of recuperation héeft severely disabled after losing a leg. Dr Katiski is
part of a large influx of Russian intellectuals wdroived in the Kingdom of SCS as refugees in 1@&t@l
1920., after the assassination of the Russian tsar.

After coming to the Kingdom of SCS, he graduatesifthe medical school in Zagreb in 1926. He
takes posts in two smaller villages before permtiyesettling in the town of Mladenovac in the 1930s
With him he brings his personal, very rare at thmag¢, X - ray machine.

Together with the heads of the municipality, hetstan organized struggle for the highest quality
in TBC treatment

Dr Karinkovski also organizes and carries out fingt physical examinations for students, tyros,
workers and so on, at no cost.

Having great medical experience and knowledge,lmindg a fighter, he plans and fights for the
development of a new hospital - infirmary for tiegtTBC. He succeeds. The new hospital is built983
on a hill, among fields, far from the town, with B@ds and a large park. Dr Karinovski personally
supervised the construction of and prevention. ldeen spares himself. He has an active role in the
establishment of theeague for the fight against TB@t that time the only one in the area, but vetiva
and effective.

With representatives of the municipality in chargk health care, he opens the first anti-
tuberculosis dispensary (ATD), with two rooms aed beds, in the building of today’s museum of the
town of Mladenovac.

His medical practice covers the whole town and tguas well as almost all of northern Sumadija:
Smederevska Palanka, Topola, Arandjelovac and emrtiKosmaj. He successfully introduces a then
modern therapeutic method - collapse therapy, waithils pumping air into the pleura.the park.

Today, this is the Hospital for Internal Medicineladenovac. Even now it captivates one’s
attention with its harmonious architecture and fiomality. He is the Hospital’s first director, wmtil 1955
when, after a brief iliness he passed away, riggatet - in his workplace.
